NEW RANGE OF MULTI-SPIRAL HYDRAULIC HOSE

The South African mining sector has for the last 30 years used a SAE 100R12 grey multi-spiral hose underground in order for operators to easily distinguish between braided hydraulic hose (black) and multi-spiral hose (grey). This SAE 100R12 multi-spiral hose has served the mining sector well, generally at a lower working pressure than that which is now being required by industry.
